Our driver unscheduledly picked up the family from Serebryanka, 
which is located between Donetsk and Luhansk regions. Our drivers 
were informed about it by the military, already on the way, when they 
noticed the volunteer transport. The defenders helped people get out 
of the basement, where they and their ten-year-old child had to 
survive for more than a month. Then drivers took the rescued to 
Bakhmut, and from that location - to Dnipro.

While evacuating the six residents of Soledar, our driver Dave came 
under fire again. Dave's wheel was damaged by shrapnel. So friends 
of our friends came to help. Brave passengers helped Dave distribute 
humanitarian packages to get out of danger as quickly as possible. 
Everyone is alive and well, and the driver is fine.

In the coming days, buses from MyZwolle will be finally launched. We 
are currently forming the final list of applications, but it has already 
become clear that the first ride is most expedient to send to 
Bakhmut.

Shortly after the team building for the backbone of the team, we held 
a special one for the drivers. The location is our place of strength - the 
Maidan village in the Lviv region. Out of 29 drivers, 27 came from 
Dnipro and Chernivtsi, and the other two remained on the rides.





We helped the drivers release a little stress that had accumulated for 
4 months almost without days off. The drivers grilled barbecues 
together, went to the sauna, and visited several tours in the Lviv 
region. All this helped us get closer and better understand each 
other, including the situation during the rides. We are happy to 
freshen up a little and believe that this rest will help us work even 
more efficiently.

Evacuation from Kharkov is planned for the 20th of July

Due to intense rains that washed away the road, we were 
forced to postpone the evacuation from Kherson. The 
road from Zaporizhzhia that leads to Mariupol, Berdyansk, 
Melitopol and Kherson. All rides have been delayed, and 
the next one to Kherson will be held only on August 20. 
All we can do now is to write applications and wait for 
permission.

Now our priority is evacuation, so we are increasing the 
number of rides to the Kharkiv, Kherson, Donetsk, 
Mykolaiv regions, and Mariupol. We have reduced 
humanitarian aid rides because money from donors is 
mostly spent on evacuation. And there are very few 
resources left for other needs. That is why we need more 
financial support for humanitarian rides to red zones.

We need better 
fuel quality
We spend 5.5 tons of diesel every week. We buy it 
from Okko, but there are some problems with the 
quality of fuel here: several vehicles even broke down.  
One car broke down on the ride from Kharkiv and did 
not reach Kyiv by 50 kilometers. It started 
smoking and twitching, so the service station is 
cleaning all its filters now. Another vehicle show 
errors, that the fuel contains water. We are now 
finalizing the purchase of a gas truck - and will be 
done by the end of the week. We plan to buy fuel in 
Europe and unload it in Dnipro and Lviv.
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We use every opportunity to save people. The 
HELPPEOPLE team helps volunteers with 
maintenance, fueling and they get paid for their work

Also, we buy new transport from Europe, but the 
queue at the border and paperwork takes a long time.
