This week our volunteers went to 
Bakhmut. We drove through 

Slovyansk to bring humanitarian aid 
there and evacuate people. 

Unfortunately, in the morning we 
discovered that the car had broken 

down, so we had to cancel the 
evacuation from Bakhmut.

Key events of the last week
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Map and our work for the last week

 Every day we drive around the city in search of fuel. Lack of fuel is 
one of the most pressing issues today. In order to carry out our 
activities, we need 200 liters of gasoline on a regular basis, but 
unfortunately, it is not possible to obtain such large volumes 
regularly. Now there is a little more gasoline in Lviv, but this is still 
a problem in Dnipro. We have purchased 100 canisters, which we 
will refuel in Western Ukraine and transfer to Donetsk and 
Luhansk.

Constant search for fuel

Last week we received a transfer from Switzerland and America. 
We receive food, medical devices and medicines. Our team also 
received an additional 1 sprint bus. We are currently waiting for 
delivery from the Netherlands.
