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Map and our work for the last week
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Albina, our evacuation coordinator, went to Zaporizhzhia to meet the 
motorcade of drivers and evacuees from Mariupol, among whom was 
her mother-in-law. It was the most long-awaited evacuation for 
Albina during all 5 months of her work in the organization.





Columns of 10 cars arrived, each surrounded by the police. We led 
people to the tent with food, where they were then instructed on the 
next steps. All evacuees were taken to kindergartens, from where 
they can go to the west of Ukraine.

We have met a motorcade 
from Mariupol

Our driver Mykhailo went to Siversk to evacuate a young family with a 
child. The main difficulty on the ride was the absence of military and 
civilians on a stretch of 15-20 kilometers, so it was difficult to orientate 
whether it was possible to move through this area at all. Also, at the 
beginning of the ride, there was complete silence at first, after which 
shelling usually begins. It started right at the entrance to Siversk. The 
driver found the address with difficulty. During the departure, a 
cluster rocket landed, among other civilians there were wounded.

Cars break down again because of the horrible condition of the roads. 
We can report on seven cars that need repair at the service station. 
One engine, one pump and one high-pressure fuel pump are in 
critical need of an overhaul.

Development of new evacuation routes

One of our Mariupol motorcade drivers Maria managed to 
find a family with a child for evacuation in order to slip 
through the preferential convoy and thus arrive in 
Zaporizhzhia on the day of departure. All the women from 
our second driver's ride were transferred to her car, so 
only women arrived. The men stayed to spend the night 
in the field. Their driver Volodymyr, who was also 
interrogated at the "commandant's office", was able to 
leave Mariupol the day after Maria. He had number 760 in 
the column, having spent a total of eight days waiting for 
departure (approximately 100 cars are given the 
permission to leave per day). On the day when Maria 
drove, only 40 were permitted.
