Last week, the last crossing in Kupyansk 
district was bombed. Half an hour before our 
evacuation vehicle arrived, thank God. Now 
the only way to get to the left bank is through 
Borova, which is a big detour.


The hems are currently the most dangerous 
area. Drones have started flying in. 2 weeks 
ago there was a hit on a civilian car, a man and 
a woman in the car were killed, one pedestrian 
(who was passing by) was wounded. So, 
evacuation is becoming more dangerous.

Operating expenses

Salary, office rent, housing rent for those on business trips, warehouse rent, 
communication fees.The effective work of the entire team is a close 
cooperation of the head office with all departments of the organization 
throughout Ukraine. That is why operating expenses are so important.


Car repair, fuel 
Evacuation and humanitarian missions require serviceable vehicles with 
sufficient fuel.


Tires for vehicles 
Since the routes of our cars are de-occupied and near-front territories, where 
there are currently no highways, car tires suffer the most. Almost after every 
route there is a need to replace them.

Smartphones for drivers

The effectiveness of the team's work depends on proper conditions and 
technical support.

This direction is one of the most 
difficult, because it takes a lot of time. 
Preparation of the route, preparation of 
people for evacuation according to the 
developed instructions and full support 
of each family separately, etc.


Restoration of the Help People NGO 
fleet


After winter, a large number of cars need 
major repairs. Therefore, an inspection of 
the entire fleet is currently underway and a 
work schedule is being developed. Since new 
de-occupied territories can appear at any 
moment, this schedule must be as quick and 
efficient as possible.


Petrol truck


The project envisages the creation of its own 
mobile gas station on the territory of the 
evacuation and logistics Hub 4 in 1 in Dnipro.

At the same time, it is planned to scale up in 
order to be able to help with fuel volunteers 
who carry out evacuation and delivery of 
humanitarian aid in the east of the country 
and in those places where there are 
currently no fuel stations.

Evacuation and logistics Hub 4 in 1


Despite the completion of the project, we 
continue to develop our Hub 4 in1 and 
support volunteers and public 
organizations of Ukraine.

In addition to regular services: service 
station, hostel for drivers and IDPs, 
warehouse, we conduct first aid training 
for drivers of evacuation flights.

Currently, it is in the direction of the 
service station that funding is needed in 
order to be able to continue free car 
repairs for our colleagues.
